Dear students,

Ladies and Gentlemen,

I would like to start by thanking the Organisation Committee for giving me the opportunity to speak today.
Welcome to the third of the International Eurasian Economies Conferences.

This is my fourth visit to this beautiful city since 1992. | have witnessed rapid development on each visit since
the Soviet Union dissolved and became independent countries.

The conference shall help academic members and decision makers in the field of Eurasian economies reach
results that set out their path and enable regional economies to contribute to the global world economy.

Dear participants,

As you know the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics was dissolved on 25" December 1991 after the Berlin
Wall, also known as the “Iron Curtain,” built in Berlin based on a resolution issued by the East German Council
on 13" August 1961, was demolished on 9" November 1989. As a result, a new single polar structure was
established throughout the world. The new single polar structure lead by the United States of America brought
with it new hopes, uncertainties, and threats.

The cold war had ended and a period of rooted Eurasian-originated change had started in international
relations; the world order based on the nuclear balance between the East and West was abolished.

Once the Soviet Union was dissolved, Kazakhstan, Kirghizstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan
joined the Organisation for Security and Co-Operation in Europe, and signed the United Nations Charter. The
republics transferred from central planning economy to market economy, and rapidly integrated with the global
world economy.

Central Asia, located in a region where Europe and Asia intersect and is strategically important as a result of
this location, has brought the two continents together for years. Turkey is the first state to recognise republics
that have gained independence on this geography over the last 20 years.

The relationship between Turkey and Central Asian Republics has developed rapidly since their establishment
in 1991; Turkey had opened embassies in all the Central Asian Republics by the beginning of 1992.

An economic, cultural, and technical collaboration agency, called the Turkish Cooperation and Development
Agency; was established in 1992 in order to effectively coordinate the help Turkey directly offers Central Asian
Republics.

The newly-independent states were given the necessary support to become members of international
organisations such as the Unites Nations and the Organisation for Security and Co-Operation in Europe; a role
was also taken on board to make them associated member countries of the NATO’s Partnership for Peace
Programme.

Turkey’s approach is based on respecting the sovereignty and territorial integrity of these republics, and the
basis of mutual gain.

Within this concept, the Government of the Republic of Turkey sent a committee to conduct good will visits to
the six republics (including Tajikistan) in March 1992, in an effort to develop existing economic and political
relations.

| was a part of the committee at the time, which was lead by the Head Consultant of the Prime Ministry. We
visited all the presidents of the Republics and took important steps to develop their relationships with Turkey.

| prepared an agreement draft in order to establish an organisation called “Eurasian Payments Union” that
would assist the republics to rapidly integrate into the global world economy and materialise steps taken;
however, this agreement never came into force due to developments that rose over time.

Ebulfezl Elgibey (President of Azerbaijan), Nursultan Nazarbayev (President of Kazakhstan), Askar Akayev
(President of Kyrgyzstan), Islam Kerimov (President of Uzbekistan), and Saparmurad Niyazov (President of
Turkmenistan) attended a summit in Ankara held by Turgut Ozal (President of Turkey) during the same year, at
which the Ankara Declaration was signed.

Subjects discussed at the Summit were establishing a free trade lay-out that enabled the free movement of
individuals, goods, and services by harmonising customs regulations between Turkey and countries in the region;
establishing a Common Investment and Development Bank; developing communication opportunities via
railway, road, and airway connections; sending the natural resources of countries to Europe via Turkey.

The 11™ summit was held in Almaty between 20" and 21 October 2011 hosted by Nursultan Nazarbayev, the
President of Kazakhstan.
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The Almaty Summit, the first summit organised under the corporate roof of the Turkish Council on the 20"
anniversary of their independence, was the first summit to convene for one specific agenda, which was to
address Economic Collaboration within this framework.

The Co-operation Council for Turkish-Speaking Countries (The Turkish Council) was established in 2009 as
an international organisation to encourage extensive collaboration between countries that spoke the Turkish
language. Its founding members are Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, and Turkey.

The council is based on the common political will that arises as a result of the Turkish-Speaking States
President Summits. According to its fundamental documents, The Nahgivan Treaty (3" October 2009) and
Istanbul Declaration (16" September 2010), member countries shall adopt the objectives and principles in the
United Nations Treaty.

The Council was established at the Summit held in Istanbul on 16" September 2010, where its priorities and
route map was also set out.

As with the continent of Europe, economic and political organisations stated to establish in Central Asia while
developing economic and political relationships between Turkey and countries in the region, and relationships
between countries in the region developed under various organisations.

The most important of these organisations is the Commonwealth of Independent States. It was established on
21% December 1991, and the Commonwealth of Independent States free trade agreement was signed at the end
of 2010. Members of the Commonwealth of Independent States are Azerbaijan, Belarus, Armenia, Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, Moldavia, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, the Russian Federation, and Ukraine.

Turkmenistan is a supervising member. Georgia left the Commonwealth on 17" August 2009. The
Commonwealth of Independent States is one of the largest markets in the world with a 276 million population.
The area it covers is 22 million km?.

Another important economic collaboration intervention for the Eurasian geography is the Common Economic
Area Agreement. Belarus, Kazakhstan, Russia, and Ukraine signed the Agreement to establish a common
economic area on 19" September 2003.

The purpose was to abolish goods and service trade restrictions by establishing free trade zones between
member countries, and apply common customs and trade policies.

The purpose of the Eurasian Economic Community is to initially establish a customs union between Belarus,
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Russia, and Tajikistan, and then a common economic field.

The agreement was signed on 10™ October 2000, and came into force in May 2001. Moldavia and Ukraine
became supervising members in May 2002, while Armenia became a supervising member in April 2003.

Another important organisation that brings Turkey and Central Asia Republics together in the Eurasian region
is the Economic Cooperation Organisation, established by Turkey, Iran, and Pakistan in 1985. _

In 1964, Presidents and Prime Ministers of Turkey, Iran, and Pakistan issued a declaration in Istanbul in order
to develop the regional economic collaboration and established Regional Collaboration for Development. The
Izmir Treaty in 1977 established its legal status and it became the Economic Cooperation Organisation in 1985.

As a result, an economic-weighted regional organisation that appealed to a 400 million population and an area
of 7 million km? was established after Afghanistan, and Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Uzbekistan,
Turkmenistan became members once they obtained independence after the Soviet Union dissolved.

Among the objectives is to become a free trade zone by 2015; however, based on today’s conjuncture it may be
difficult to satisfy this objective.

The Organisation for Turkish Economic Cooperation is considered to be a powerful mechanism for economic
consistency and on that improves mutual cooperation between member countries.

Another important organisation in the Eurasian region is the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation. It was
established by the People’s Republic of China, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Russia, Tajikistan, and Uzbekistan on
14™ April 2001. The organisation is named after the location of the first meeting (Shanghai). India, Iran,
Mongolia are supervising members, while Belarus, Sri Lanka, and Turkey are dialogue partners.

In 2011, Turkey applied for dialogue partner status (the status before full membership); Turkey was accepted
as a dialogue partner for the organisation at the State Presidents Council held in Beijing on 7™ June 2012. This
gave Turkey the opportunity to take on a more effective role on the international platform.

The organisation is considered to be the NATO of the East. Putin, President of Russia at the time, hinted about
the mission of the organisation at the Bishkek Summit of the organisation in August 2007 by saying, “A single-
polar world is unacceptable.”

Member states signed a framework agreement alongside the military and political mission in 2003 in order to
expand the economic cooperation, and aimed to establish a free trade zone in the long term.

The countries that are members of the organisation are equal to three fifths of the Continent of Asia. This
organisation constitutes a quarter of the world population with a population of 1.455 billion. It is the biggest
Eurasian organisation related to economy and security.

Kazakhstan took a leading role in all important economic and political developments for Eurasia while these
developments were ongoing in the region. In respect of its strategic location, Kazakhstan is one of the most
important countries. Kazakhstan has achieved important successes over the 21 years of independence since 1991.
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Atatiirk, the great leader and founder of the Turkish Republic stated that Kazakhstan had “achieved a lot in a
short period of time.”

During his speech at Astana, the capital of Kazakhstan, Nur Sultan Nazarbayev, President of Kazakhstan spoke
about the people of Kazakhstan; “Importance should be placed on the Kazakhstani identity and establishing
patriotism for Kazakhstan.” This is extremely important for all republics that comprise the Eurasian geography.

All countries in the region must protect their own identities, languages, and cultures.

All nations within the geography should adopt Nazarbey’s view, “The identity of Kazakhstan must be the
starter of the nation of Kazakhstan.” In other words the identity of Uzbekistan must be the starter of the nation of
Uzbekistan, the identity of Turkmenistan must be the starter of the nation of Turkmenistan, the identity of
Kyrgyzstan must be the starter of the nation of Kyrgyzstan, and the identity of Azerbaijan must be the starter of
the nation of Azerbaijan. This reality must never be forgotten and must always be kept alive.

Nazarbay’s “three-in-one language” is an important cultural project, but the national language of Kazakhstan
must be Kazakh. In the event that a common language must be used, this language must be Turkish, as it is the
origin of all the languages in question.

Language is the fundamental building block of a country’s culture. Just as it is impossible to speak of the
English culture without reference to English, and the French culture without reference to French, it is impossible
for the Kazakh culture and literature to develop without developing Kazakh, Uzbek culture and literature to
develop without developing Uzbek, Turkmen culture and literature to develop without developing Turkmen,
Kirghiz culture and literature to develop without developing Kirghiz, Azerbaijani culture and literature to
develop without developing Azerbaijani.

A famous quote of Ismail Gaspirali, a great Turkish philosopher of Crimean origin, “Unity in language, ideas,
and work” should not be forgotten, and importance should be placed in teaching the mother tongue at nursery
schools.

Turkey has made a huge effort to establish bilateral and multi-party relationships between Central Asian
Republics and international society. It is thought that Central Asian Republics participating in European-Atlantic
organisations shall contribute greatly to ensuring peace and consistency in Eurasia.

In order to establish such consistency all countries in the region must be connected using roads and railways,
just like in Europe, and reviving the historical “silk route.”

I would like to end my speech by sharing a summary of the speech Cemil Cigek, President of the Grand
National Assembly of Turkey, gave at the “Three Continents One Sea” themed 15™ Eurasian Economy Summit
held in Istanbul between 10" April 2012 and 12" April 2012, an organisation that has been held by the Marmara
Group Foundation for the past 15 years, which 4 Presidents, 1 Prime Minister, 27 Ministers, and 9 previous
Presidents attend;

“Eurasia, home to great riches in terms of natural sources in particular energy sources, is the common living
ground for us all. If we can utilise the riches of this geography together it is inevitable that we continue being the
consumers of developed countries. The annual foreign trade volume of this geography, where opportunities and
hopes are great, exceeds USD 1 trillion. Under such circumstances this geography should receive a greater
share of the world’s total gross national product. The road to achieving this goal is through cooperation and
solidarity. This route should be adjusted so that it enables road and railway travel without visa requirements.
This development that shall improve mutual tourism and trade shall revive the civilisation route of the past.”

Dear Guests,

Turkey is a country prepared to establish piece, serenity, and economic well being for a geography with
different political and economical systems, as a true Eurasian country that is both Asian and European.

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Prof. S. Ridvan Karluk, born in Eskisehir in 1948, graduated from Ankara University Faculty of Political
Sciences in 1970. After working at the Ministry of Finance and Supreme Court of Public Accounts, he started his
academic career at Eskisehir Administrative and Economic Sciences Academia's Department of Economy in
1972. He received Ph. D. in 1975 and associate professor degree in 1979. He carried out scientific research at
Sussex University in 1975-1976. He established AET Department of State Planning Organization (General
Directorate) in 1982. He was assigned to Turkish Embassy in Paris with the title of Planning Undersecretary with
OECD in 1985. When he returned to Turkey in 1990, he was assigned as advisor to Undersecretary of State
Planning Organization. Then he, as an advisor of Prime Ministry, performed research for ensuring establishment
of "Turkish Payment Union" which is a model for improving economic relations between Turkey and Central
Asian Republics and developed a project on this issue. He returned to teaching as a professor in 1991 at
Eskisehir Anadolu University. In 1996, he became chairman of Scientific Board of Turkish Industrialists and
Businessmen Foundation (TUSIAV) and was assigned as Turkish Representative to International Chamber of
Commerce, Commission on Trade and Investment Policy. Since 2010, he serves as the Dean of Faculty of
Economics of Anadolu University.

Prof. Karluk has 26 books, more than 400 articles, 9 co-authored and 3 translation works published on
international economic relations as well as Turkish economy. He serves in the referee committees of many
scientific journals published in Turkey. He was awarded with 4 scientific research awards.

ABD o6nderligindeki tek kutuplu yeni yapilanma, beraberinde yeni umutlar, belirsizlikler ve yeni tehditler
getirmistir.

Avrupa Giivenlik ve Isbirligi Teskilat1’na katilmis ve Birlesmis Milletler’in Bin Y1l Bildirisi’ni imzalamuslardir.
Cumhuriyetler merkezi planli ekonomiden piyasa ekonomisine ge¢misgler ve kiiresel diinya ekonomisi ile hizla
entegre olmuslardir.

Avrupa ve Asya’nin kesistigi bolgede bulunan ve bu sebeple stratejik 6neme sahip olan Orta Asya, yiizyillardir
iki kitay1 bir araya getirmektedir. Bu cografyada son 20 yilda bagimsizliklarini kazanan Cumhuriyetleri ilk
taniyan iilke Tiirkiye’dir.

Tirkiye'nin Orta Asya Cumhuriyetleri’ne sagladigi dogrudan yardimin etkin bir sekilde koordine edilmesini
saglamak icin 1992 yili Ocak ayinda Tiirk Isbirligi ve Kalkinma Ajansi adinda ekonomik, kiiltiirel ve teknik
isbirligi ajanst kurulmustur.

Istanbul’da diizenlenen 16 Eyliil 2010 tarihli Zirve’de Konsey’in kurulusu ilan edilmis, &ncelikleri ve yol
haritasi ortaya konulmustur.

Orta Asya’ da da ekonomik ve politik kuruluslar olusmaya baslamis ve bolge iilkeleri arasindaki iliskiler farkli
kuruluglar icinde gelismistir.

BDT pazar1 276
milyonluk niifusu ile diinyanin en bilyiik pazarlar1 arasindadir. Kapsadigi alan 22 milyon km2’dir.

Avrasya cografyasinda Ortak Ekonomik Alan Anlagmasi bir diger 6nemli ekonomik igbirligi girisimidir. Beyaz
Rusya, Kazakistan, Rusya ve Ukrayna arasinda Ortak Ekonomik Alan Kurulmasina Dair Anlagsma 19 Eylil 2003
tarihinde imzalanmugtur.

Anlasmasi ile yasal statiisii olusturulmus, 1985 yilinda Ekonomik Isbirligi Teskilati’na déniismiistiir.

Tiirkiye Ekonomik Isbirligi Teskilatmni, iiye iilkeler arasinda karsilikli isbirligini gelistirebilecek ve ekonomik
istikrar i¢in gii¢lii bir mekanizma olarak degerlendirmektedir.

Avrasya bolgesindeki dier onemli bir kurulus Sanghay Isbirligi Orgiitii’diir. Cin Halk Cumhuriyeti,
Kazakistan, Kirgizistan, Rusya, Tacikistan, Ozbekistan tarafindan 14 Nisan 2001 tarihinde kurulmustur. Adini
orgiitiin ilk toplandigi yerden (Sanghay) almaktadir. Hindistan, iran, Mogolistan, Pakistan gozlemci, Belarus,
Srilanka, Tirkiye “diyalog ortagi” konumundadir. TUminu Tek Sayfada Goster

2011 yilinda diyalog ortaklig: statiisii (tam tiyelikten 6nceki statii) i¢in basvuran Tirkiye, Pekin'de 7 Haziran
2012 tarihinde toplanan Devlet Baskanlari Konseyi'nin 12'nci Toplantisinda kuruluga diyalog ortagi olarak kabul
edilmistir. Boylece Tiirkiye, uluslararasi platformda daha etkin bir rol iistlenebilecektir.

Clinkii kurulug, Dogu’nun NATO’su olarak degerlendirilmektedir. Donemin Rusya Devlet Bagkani Putin,
kurulusun Agustos 2007'deki Biskek Zirvesinde "Tek kutuplu diinya kabul edilemez" diyerek kurulusun
misyonu hakkinda ipucu vermisti.

Askeri ve siyasi misyonunun yaninda iiye devletler, 2003 yilinda ekonomik isbirligini genisletmek amaciyla
bir ¢erceve anlagsmasi imzalamislar ve uzun vadede bir serbest ticaret bolgesi olusturulmasini hedeflemislerdir.

Kurulusa iiye iilkeler Asya kitasinin beste {igiine denk gelmektedir. 1.455 milyar niifusa sahip olan bu kurulus
dinya nifusunun dortte birini olusturmaktadir. Avrasya’nin en biiyiik ekonomik ve giivenlikle ilgili kurulusudur.

Bolgede bu gelismeler olurken Kazakistan, Avrasyaki tiim dnemli ekonomik ve politik gelismelerin i¢inde yer
almistir. Stratejik konumu itibariyle bdlgenin en Onemli iilkelerinden biridir. 1991 yilindaki bagimsizligin
ardindan gecen 21 yilda Kazakistan dnemli basarilara imza atmistir.

Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti’nin kurucusu bilyiik Onder Atatiirk’iin “kisa zamanda ¢ok isler basarmistir” ifadesi
Kazakistan igin de gecerlidir.
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Kazakistan Cumhurbagkan1 Nur Sultan Nazarbayev’in 6 Subat 2008 tahinde baskent Astana’da yaptigi
konusmada Kazak halk: i¢in sdyledigi “Kazakistanli kimligi ve Kazakistan yurtseverligini olusturmaya énem
verilmelidir” goriisii tiim Avrasya cografyasinda yer alan Cumbhuriyetler agisindan 6nemlidir.

Tim bolge iilkeleri, kendi kimliklerini, dillerini ve kiiltiirlerini korumalidirlar.

Nazarbey’in ifadesiyle “Kazak kimligi, Kazak ulusunun mayasi olmali” goriisii bu cografyadaki tiim uluslar
igin gegerli olmali, Ozbek kimligi Ozbek ulusunun, Tiirkmen kimligi Tiirkmenlerin, Kirgiz kimligi Kirgizlarin,
Azeri kimligi Azerilerin mayasi olmalidir. Bu gergek hi¢bir zaman unutulmamali ve unutturulmamalidir.

Saymn Nazarbay’in “dillerin tigli bir arada” kiiltiir projesi onemlidir fakat Kazakistan’da temel dil Kazakca
olmalidir. Eger bir ortak dil kullanilmasi gerekli ise, tiim bu dillerin (lehgelerin) kékeni Tiirkge oldugu igin
Tiirkge birinci ortak dil olmalidir.

Dil, bir lkenin Kiltiiriiniin temel tagidir. ingilizce olmadan Ingiliz, Fransizca olmadan Fransiz kiiltiiriinden sdz
edilemeyecegi gibi, Kazak dili gelismeden Kazak kiiltiirii ve edebiyati, Ozbek dili gelismeden Ozbek kiiltiirii ve
edebiyati, Tlrkmen dili gelismeden Tiirkmen kiiltiirii ve edebiyati, Kirgiz dili gelismeden Kirgiz kiiltiirii ve
edebiyati, Azeri dili gelismeden Azeri kiiltiiri ve edebiyat1 gelisemez.

Kirim kokenli biiyiik Tiirk diistiniirii Ismail Gasprrali’nin “dilde, fikirde, isde birlik” s6zii unutulmamali, ana
okullarinda ana dilin 6grenilmesine 6nem verilmelidir.

Tirkiye , Orta Asya Cumbhuriyetleri'nin uluslararasi toplumla ikili ve ¢ok tarafli iligkiler kurmalar1 yoniinde
biiyiik ¢aba gostermistir. Orta Asya Cumbhuriyetlerinin Avrupa- Atlantik kurumlarina katilimlarinin Avrasya’da
baris ve istikrarin saglanmasina biiyiik katki saglayacagi inancindadir.

Bu istikrarin saglanmasinda tipki Avrupa Kitasi’'nda oldugu gibi tiim bdlge iilkelerinin kara ve demiryollari ile
birbirlerine baglantist saglanmali ve tarihi “ipek yolu” canlandiriimalidir.

Marmara Grubu Vakfi tarafindan 15 yildir araliksiz siirdiiriilen ve 10-12 Nisan 2012 tarihlerinde istanbul’da
gerceklestirilen, 4 Cumhurbaskani, 1 Bagbakan, 27 Bakan ve 9 eski Cumhurbaskaninin katildigr “ii¢ kita bir
deniz” konulu °15. Avrasya Ekonomi Zirvesi’nde bir konusma yapan TBMM Bagkani Cemil Cicek’in
konusmasindan kisa bir dzeti sizlerle paylasarak konugsmama son vermek istiyorum:

“Enerji kaynaklar1 basta olmak iizere dogal kaynaklar yoniinden biiylik zenginlikleri barindan Avrasya bizlerin
ortak hayat sahasidir. Bu cografyanin zenginliklerini birlikte degerlendiremedigimiz takdirde daha gelismis
iilkelerin tiiketicileri olmaya devam etmemiz kaginilmazdir...Firsat ve umutlarin biiyiik oldugu bu cografyanin
yillik toplam dis ticaret hacmi de 1 trilyon dolar1 asiyor. O halde bu cografyanin diinyadaki toplam gayri milli
hasiladan daha fazla pay almasi gerekiyor. Bunun da yolu isbirligi ve dayanismadan gegiyor...Bu giizergah
vizesiz kara ve demir yolu ulagimina imkan saglayacak hale getirilmelidir. Karsilikli turizmi ve ticareti
gelistirecek olan bu gelisme gegmisin medeniyet giizergahini tekrardan ihya edecektir.”
